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Psalm 146:3–5 Put not your trust in princes, in a son of man, in whom there is no salvation. 4 When 
his breath departs, he returns to the earth; on that very day his plans perish. 5 Blessed is he whose 
help is the God of Jacob, whose hope is in the LORD his God. ESV 
 
Isaiah 40:6-8 A voice says, “Cry!” And I said, “What shall I cry?” All flesh is grass, and all its beauty is 
like the flower of the field. 7 The grass withers, the flower fades when the breath of the LORD blows 
on it; surely the people are grass. 8 The grass withers, the flower fades, but the word of our God will 
stand forever. ESV 
 
 
 
God establishes all authority and works out His plan through it 
 
Romans 13:1-3 Let every person be subject to the governing authorities. For there is no authority 
except from God, and those that exist have been instituted by God. 2 Therefore whoever resists the 
authorities resists what God has appointed, and those who resist will incur judgment. 3 For rulers are 
not a terror to good conduct, but to bad. Would you have no fear of the one who is in authority? Then 
do what is good, and you will receive his approval. ESV 
 
 
 
Government is best when it matches up with God’s unchanging truth 
 
Romans 13:4-7 for he is God's servant for your good. But if you do wrong, be afraid, for he does not 
bear the sword in vain. For he is the servant of God, an avenger who carries out God's wrath on the 
wrongdoer. 5 Therefore one must be in subjection, not only to avoid God's wrath but also for the sake 
of conscience. 6 For the same reason you also pay taxes, for the authorities are ministers of God, 
attending to this very thing. 7 Pay to all what is owed to them: taxes to whom taxes are owed, revenue 
to whom revenue is owed, respect to whom respect is owed, honor to whom honor is owed. ESV
